WIENER WERKSTATTE: A Dialogue with Michael Anastassiades. The internationally
renowned London designer guides the gaze to the multifaceted design of the Wiener
Werkstatte with his surprising staging. The two newly opened exhibitions TOKENS FOR
CLIMATE CARE: An Installation by Process — Studio for Art and Design as well as
MAYFLY: Functional Collages provide contemporary inspirations. With the workshop
MIRROR—ROOM—SQUARE, MAK4FAMILY invites the entire family to creatively
brainstorm which incantations Michael Anastassiades might have applied when design-
ing the Showroom.

Admission to the MAK Branch Geymiillerschlossel is once again reduced this year. Tours
through the Schlossel provide insight into the diversity of Biedermeier life and the exhi-
bition ERWIN WURM: Dissolution. Wurm’s anthropomorphic ceramic sculptures from
the Dissolution series (2018—2020) are presented here for the first time in the museum
context. Wurm’s sculptures of Carrara marble, as well as other contemporary art posi-
tions are freely accessible in the garden of the Schlossel, also including James Turrell’s
Skyspace The Other Horizon (1998/2004).
